Contribute to the Planning of a Media Exhibition or Event
As a class we decided that we are going to run a Level 3 Film and Television end of Year Film Festival Event. The Event is called Insight Film Festival New College and will consist of all Level 3 year 1 and 2 work throughout the year. It will take place on Monday 26th June 2017.
As a group, the first area that we approached was the ticket prices, as we felt this was one of the most important things to focus on with regards to keeping the budget balanced, as well as making some profit. We decided to use the potential target audience as a way of categorising ticket prices and decided Adults would be £4, students £3 and children £2.50. Mia then suggested that we thought of a bundle package as this would attract audiences and encourage them to bring others to save a bit of money. This consisted of 2 adults and 2 children for £10, however Luke then suggested that we made the event for those over 15 only, as some content may not be suitable for those under 15 due to themes used in different units. This resulted in us simply listing adults and student tickets. The class also pointed out that most students don’t have a lot of money, therefore we have lowered the student price to £2. As we are only selling tickets on the night and not prior to the event, I suggested estimating the amount we would need as float. We calculated this by looking at ticket prices and listing the amount in change depending on how the customer paid. We just did a rough estimate of each and made sure we had a variety of change for people paying with different notes and coins etc. Courteney spoke to the team in charge of catering and agreed a suitable budget of £40 for food etc. As a group we looked at how many tickets we would want per sheet of paper, and I worked out how much it would cost for 250 tickets roughly, based on how much it costs to print per sheet at college. This worked out fairly cheap (roughly only 93p), as we decided it’d be more cost-efficient to have the tickets in black and white, so that we could spend money in other departments, such as advertising and promotion/marketing of the event. We discussed with Hendry about posters with regards to how many they thought they would need etc. We discussed a rough budget for this but nothing was set in stone, however knew that it would be more than the tickets as they would need to be in colour. 
Additional Role
As an additional role on the night, I will be on the theatre doors with Mia making sure that everyone who enters has paid for a ticket and that they aren’t taking anything dangerous or unnecessary into the theatre. We will also be there to provide general information to audiences. 
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
